Founding Puppet Report
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Our class will be creating puppets to represent people from the revolutionary
period of American history.
Part 1 – The Research
You will need to research your assigned historical figure to determine their:
· Age at the time of the Revolution

· Role in the Revolution

· Essential historical documents (which documents did they sign or were they instrumental in creating)

· Significant positions held

· Legacy and/or contributions

These need to be written neatly or typed. You may use bullet points and be concise. 
Part 2 – Puppet Show

Make a puppet to represent your historical figure.  To make your puppet you may use a bag, a sock or whatever you choose.  Be creative and use your imagination.

For your puppet show you will use the puppet to tell your founder’s story.  When you present be sure to use the first person.  An example of this: “Hello boys and girls.  I am so glad to be here with you.  My name is Charlie Bone and I live with my mother and two grandmothers.  My father died when I was a little baby -- or so I thought!  I thought I was just an ordinary boy until one day I started hearing the voices from photographs…... “

Please plan out your puppet show.  The show should last no longer than 2 minutes.  You will receive an index card to take a few brief notes to help guide your presentation.  I will show you an example of a well-written note card in class.  You will not be allowed to simply read from a script!  If it is not planned it will be obvious.  You will either tell the class too much or not enough about your founder.  You need to practice before your presentation.
